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Case study: external independent evaluation

Proper and objective evaluation of high
school graduates and a system for enrolling the
best ones into higher education institutions (HEI)
is a key task of the education system. Besides, it
is difficult to overestimate an effect that this pro-
cess exerts on society and a state, as it stands for
preparing educated and professional personnel
for different sectors. Therefore, ensuring fair,
transparent and impartial conditions for enroll-
ment of high school graduates in HEl is a strate-
gic task of any state. And failure to fulfill this task
can result in unpredictable consequences.

In Ukraine, infringements of the admission
process in HEl became obvious quite a while
ago. The system based on admission exams,
which existed during the nineties and in the first
half of 2000 years, favored spread of corruption
schemes that would often restrict the most gift-
ed from entering the desired HEl. Instead, the
applicants whose parents were more financially
endowed or connected would get enrolled. An
idea to introduce external independent evalua-
tion (EIE) that astonished the majority of Ukrai-
nian HEl became a solution to this problem.

The EIE became a new way to define a
level of academic performance through relevant
tests. The similar tests were offered to gradu-
ates across the country and would usually consist
of a concealed type of questions that excluded
a possibility of non-objective grading. First at-
tempts to introduce such testing were done dur-
ing 2002-2004 by the International Renaissance
Foundation in cooperation with the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine (MES). In 2004
the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine (CMU) adopt-
ed a Resolution “Certain issues of introduction of
external independent evaluation and monitoring
of education quality”, which ordered to test EIE
methods in 2006 for graduates, and to launch
this mechanism for HEI applicants in 2007-2008.

2005 was a decisive year, when the then
President Viktor Yushchenko instructed the Min-
istry of Education to conduct transition to the
EIE system for enrolling applicants to HEl in aca-
demic year 2005-2006. In the same year another
resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers envisaged
establishment of the Ukrainian Center for Evalu-
ating Education Quality (UCEEQ) and introduced
a norm that the EIE simultaneously is a summa-
rizing evaluation of graduates and an admission
test for HEI applicants. Since 2006 all HEI subordi-
nated to the MES have to enroll students accord-
ing to the EIE results. A line in the state budget

is allocated for the test purposes. Since 2008 the
EIE becomes compulsory for entering an HEIl. In
2009 an online information resource “konkurs”
provides applicants with an opportunity to fol-
low application and admission process. In 2010
an EIE result as criteria for HEl admission is sup-
plemented with a high school graduation score.

Public Assessment of the EIE

EIE introduction was a result of work per-
formed by Viktor Yushchenko and his team, who
gained power in 2005. However, effectiveness
and success of this initiative cannot be evaluated
without the public opinion. The opinion poll held
by the Democratic Initiatives Fund named after
llko Kucheriv “Public opinion on introduction of
the external independent evaluation system”
March 20-30 2008, “Public opinion on the first
experience of entering the higher education in-
stitutions based on external testing” December
8-23 20082, and “What is the citizens’ opinion on
admission to HEl based on external testing re-
sults?” March 19 — April 2, 2010° were used to
understand how the general Ukrainian public as-
sesses the EIE introduction.

Since EIE introduction in 2005 its public
support was rather ambiguous. In right after
the introduction in 2005, 44% respondents sup-
ported this policy (18,6% against); in 2008 — 37%
(against — 31,8%). Such decline in trust to the
EIE could be due to high expectations from the
public and actual hardships that the introduc-
tion of the EIE had faced. In 2010 a number of
supporters and opponents of keeping the EIE
as a mechanism for admission to HEl was almost
even: 36.6% and 35.9%.

Besides, during the EIE implementation
years, a number of those who consider this sys-
tem as more fair and objective than the admis-
sion exams increased from 32.4% in 2008 (37.4%
were against) to 40.8% in 2010 (32.1% not sup-

ported). A significantly big number of those,
who consider the EIE as much fairer system of
applicants’ knowledge observed within a group
of citizens who directly experienced the EIE —
61.8% (25.8% only declared the opposite). On
one hand, this shows that the longer the EIE is
implemented and the more people experience
it, the more Ukrainians get convinced that this
system is fairer than the admission exams. On
the other hand, there is an increasing trend of
those who favor abolition of the EIE due to dif-
ferent reasons, first of all, reluctance to give up
all privileges and benefits for their children wield-
ed by the corruption-ridden system of admission
exams. Such controversial picture proves to the
necessity of more active information campaign
about the EIE by the authorities.

Advantages and Sethacks
of the EIE: Experts’ Opinion

Currently, the EIE system is relatively new
and still undergoes establishment. Its introduc-
tion is extensively based on a principle of at-
tempts and mistakes. Therefore, in order to
make this process more considerable and ef-
fective in future, strong and weak sides of this
system as well as its Ukrainian specifics have to
be realized. This work will assess EIE positive and
negative aspects, its problems and possible so-
lutions. For this purpose, data from two expert
opinion polls held by the Democratic Initiatives
Foundation named after llko Kucheriv will be
used: “EIE: positive and negative aspects — im-
provement ways” July 9, 2010, and “Summary of
admission to the higher educational institutions
on EIE results — 2010” 6 September 2010.

EIE Advantages

The Ukrainian experts define several main
advantages of the new EIE system that advocate
for its introduction. They could be broken into two
main categories: positive sides for entrants and
positive sides for the higher educational system.

The EIE system is better for entrants
because it:

¢ Provides conditions for knowledge eval-
uation objectiveness. EIE tests are tailored
in a way to minimize a component of subjec-
tive assessment. This eliminates a possibility of
unfounded requirements on the side of an HEI.

* Ensures equality across all applicants.
EIE assignments are designed on the national
level similar for applicants from all parts of the
country. This eliminates rationale to grant pref-
erences based on other but academic perfor-
mance.

* Non-subject to corruption. The EIE system
is open to the public and protected from in-
formation leakage, which prevents from unfair
ways to achieve desired results.

The EIE advantages for the higher ed-
ucation system:

* More effective selection. The HEl get an
opportunity to select the students who dem-
onstrated the best results in relevant subjects.
The results objectivity guarantees enrollment
of the brightest students.

e Optimization of HEI quantity. The HEI,
which hold their admission process based ex-
clusively on corrupt schemes might fail to stand
the competition with HEls that aim for bright
students. Decrease if HEI quantity may benefit
quality of the higher education in Ukraine.

EIE Sethacks
and Recommendations

Besides the obvious EIE advantages to
serve as a selection system for HEI, there are quite
many problems with its launch, of both general
and strictly technical nature. On one hand, there
are problems with the EIE mechanism, which is
not perfect as any knowledge evaluation system.
On the other hand — these are impediments of
its practical implementation that could not be
avoided due to its recent appearance as well as
due to the Ukrainian social and institutional spe-
cifics. The task of the authorities and civil society
is to fix these problems and to improve the EIE
system. According to many experts, lack of in-
volvement into improvement of the EIE realiza-
tion mechanisms will inevitably discredit this idea
and lead to its failure.

Among general shortcomings of the
EIE system the key following could be
pointed out:

1. The EIE does not facilitate motivation
for studying. The EIE provide a stimulus sys-
tem that induces pupils to focus more on tak-
ing a test rather than on studying at school. The

worst case would be when students will end up
taking tutorials on subjects they are to be test-
ed on. The school program will be neglected
in such a way. Besides, the EIE tests will make
students focus on two-three key subjects, which
are necessary for admission to an HEl, thus ig-
noring the rest.

In order to raise prestige of high schools
and induce pupils to focus more on studying at
school, a final general school score became ad-
ditional criteria for entering an HEIl. This resulted
in enhancing motivation to better academic per-
formance in school, which from now on has an
effect on HEl admission chances. Moreover, in-
cluding the school score allows for better assess-
ment of an applicant, as it encompasses grades
from the whole range of subjects, not the profile
ones only.

However, the general school score has its
essential setbacks. This can result in having pupils
targeting a score rather than acquiring knowl-
edge. Also, this can move a room for corrup-
tion to schools, stimulating “purchase” of good
grades and golden medals. Finally, an idea of the
school score imposes unequal conditions for pu-
pils from different schools, as pupils with equal
academic performance get different grades
across schools with different academic complex-
ity level. A calculation method for the school
score also came under criticism from the experts.

Recommendation: Respectively, a study
must be held based on results of the latest ad-
mission campaign in order to determine in what
proportion the high school score should be ap-
plied (this year it was 200 and was added to the
EIE score.) A ratio received as a result of the
study, should be set as a single rule for all HEI.
The optimal solution could be not only the ap-
plication of an average grade of all classes but
also an average grade of profile classes. Also, the
international experience could be applied, where
national testing results are considered and then
those who passed are judged according to other
indicators, including academic performance in
school.

2. Failure to define creative talents and
commitment. The absolute majority of assign-
ments in EIE only test the acquired knowledge,
in other words — ability to memorize and gen-
eral erudition. Almost all EIE assignments are
closed, which means that a student has to pick
the right answer. This system provides favorable
conditions for the graduates who simply memo-
rize received information, but it fails to properly
appreciate their creativeness, ability for abstract
thinking and passion for studying. Maintaining

such type of tests may have a very adverse effect
on the higher education, where universities will
get academically bright but less creative and less
committed students. In the case of high schools
such system will induce students to mechanically
memorize dates, facts and formulas. In addition
to the above-stated, the test system sets condi-
tions for guessing the right answer, thus distort-
ing the real knowledge level.

Recommendations: Improvement of the
existing test system could be achieved in two
ways: either by including corrections to the tests,
raising significance of the assignments that eval-
uate logical thinking, analytical skills, generaliza-
tion and systematization ability, creativeness, or
to introduce an additional test on these abilities,
which will be also considered during admission to
an HEl. In any case, if no changes applied, the EIE
may decrease a general level of the applicants’
academic skills and distort their studying stimu-
lus, which can have an adverse effect on their
professional training.

3. Removal of HEI from the student admis-
sion process. Obviously, Ukrainian universities
are the sharpest critics of the EIE system. Having
abolished admission exams, the state removed
the HEI from the process of enrolling student.
However, autonomy of universities must be a
cornerstone of education — nobody questions
a right vested in universities to select students.
Nevertheless, return of admission exams may re-
sume corruption, as combating corruption was a
key target of the EIE introduction.

Recommendations: Taking all pro and
cons into the account, the possible solution could
be a system, where the HEIs could set their own
threshold of an EIE and school score. This thresh-
old is set according to a coefficient of the score
that is calculated based on a study of who can
be enrolled in this or that university and remains
constant regardless of a number of applications.
After an HEI admits a necessary number of stu-
dents, it can conduct various internal exams in
order to provide the students with recommenda-
tions for a concrete department/concentration.
This mechanism will enable to combine HEI's au-
tonomy, transparency of admission process and
applicants’ preferences.

In order to avoid evaluation bias towards
the applicants on the side of the HEI, a systemic
monitoring of admission exams compliance to
EIE results and a school score should be conduct-
ed. If an error of the score correlation is more
than 0.51, a wide public discussion on how to
minimize the bias factor in internal HEl exams
should be called.
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The following are the technical prob-
lems related to EIE practical imple-
mentation:

1. Low quality of test assignments, short-
comings of a grading system. Low quality of
HEI assignments was subject to discussion dur-
ing all period of EIE existence. Many complaints
were addressed to incorrectly formulated ques-
tions and assignments that foresaw more than
one correct answer or did not belong to the
school program. The existing grading system s
also unrefined, it allows getting different score
for the same number of correct answers and of-
fers different test complexity level across differ-
ent subjects. A lack of a general set of probated
independent test assignments is also felt.
Recommendations: In order to fix these
technical problems, test assignments should be
improved every year, starting from an analysis
of tests from the previous years. All test assign-
ments has to be bound to the school program
that would provide stimulus for pupils to study
better and to create a fundamental set of test
assignments. The grading system also needs
modifications: a relative weight of assignments
in the test and their complexity level should be
synchronized across different subjects.

2. Annual Change of Admission Rules for
HEI. 2010 became another year demonstrat-
ing damage from constant change in rules for
admission to HEIl. This year the admission rules
were change two months before the admission
campaign, which cause many problems both for
applicants and HEI. Particularly, a general school
grade was added as admission criteria that wid-
ened room for corruption and manipulation with
grades in school (according to MES, a number of
medallists increased twice comparing to the pre-
vious year); admission campaign was cut in half,
which caused huge lines, the admission commis-
sions were overloaded with work; information
about budget financed quota was missing and
so on. Main problems of 2010 admission cam-
paign were due to unprepared and late intro-
duced changes.

Recommendations: First step towards
the stability of rules for EIE and admission to HEI
should be the legislation on EIE, which would
enshrine principle for its implementation. The
admission rules should be established a year in
advance based on result of the previous cam-
paign, but also published early — not later than
the end of September. This will allow pupils to
get informed about the HEI admission procedure

in time and to plan a consistent admission cam-
paign deprived of unneeded stresses. The univer-
sities, on their side, would be able to organize
work of admission commissions in advance. It
should be kept in mind that the HEI admission
rules are not a political but professional issue;
therefore politically motivated change of admis-
sion rules is unacceptable.

3. Problems with admission procedure.
This year admission campaign became visible
also due to a range of omitted details related
to the admission procedure. For instance, many
universities would not provide data on the bud-
get allocated quota on certain specializations,
that directly distorted transparency and equal-
ity of applicants; lists of recommended students
would not reach the HEls in time, so the universi-
ties completed the lists on their own; “konkurs”
information resource encountered constant fail-
ures, some universities refused to provide their
data for this resource; the admission commis-
sions would exceed their authority using the fact
that some students were uninformed about the
rules and lines; some HEl would openly violate
admission rules and conduct admission accord-
ing to different criteria. All these factors compli-
cated the admission process and limited the ap-
plicants’ rights to choose a place for their future
education.

Procedural problems related to the HEI
admission are impossible to be swiftly resolved
due to a complexity of approach required. First
of all, cooperation between UCEEQ, MES and
HEls could be a key to success. The last admis-
sion campaign was conducted almost without
participation of the UCEEQ, which questions
its further existence. Besides, many HEI directly
obstructed transparency of the admission cam-
paign due to their negative stance on the EIE by
violating admission regulations and concealing
information about the admission process. The
majority of admission procedure is related to
a lack of cooperation, sometimes even mutual
distortion of the main campaign players.

Recommendations: Establishment of
the National Council on evaluation and monitor-
ing of the education quality that would deal with
creation and improvement of the EIE system and
HEI admission model, creation of the concept of
national monitoring system for education qual-
ity, EIE and admission model. Introduction of sys-
tem for preceding on-line registration and on-line
lists, that would unload admission commissions
and eliminate complications for submitting the
applicants’ documents in time
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In a short run, the existing konkurs on-line resource should be fixed
and improved. Besides, the administrative responsibility should be intro-
duced for incorrect data provided by members of admission commissions.
In a long run, large-scale preparation to an on-line submission system
should be launched, taking to an account all dangers related to this initia-
tive: lack of on-line documentation and on-line signature system, need for
integrated on-line databases, which would include medical notes, purpose
recommendations, documents stating a privileged category and so on.

In order to avoid violations on the side of HEI, a proper legal check
of admission rules of each university should be conducted in order to iden-
tify their compliance with the general admission regulations. The MES and
law enforcement bodies should follow the work of admission commis-
sions, particularly, to check information about compulsory “donations”.
Admission regulations for 2011 should be documented clearly and unam-
biguously, also defining procedure of vacancies distribution, which remain
in HEI disposal after it becomes known, who has submitted an application
to this institution from the list of recommended entrants. In the same way,
the entrants’ enrollment in HEIs in strict accordance to their rating should
be ensured.

In the meantime, more HEIs should be engaged in the evaluation
and admission processes in order to overcome their resistance. Particularly,
the HEI professors could participate in testing, administrating and results
preparation. This will serve for increasing credit towards the EIE system.

Conclusions

So, the EIE is a relatively young system that evaluates knowledge
of graduates and entrants. During a period of its implementation it has
demonstrated obvious advantages and setbacks, of both objective and
non-objective nature. In this respect, it should be admitted that the intro-
duction of this system became an undisputable step towards improving
the Ukrainian education system. The EIE introduction enabled to combat
massive corruption heavily bound to the previous system of admission
exams, ensured objective criteria for graduates’ knowledge evaluation,
guaranteed equal opportunities for entrants across the country, created
admission conditions for the best entrants as well as brought Ukraine
closer to the European education policy standards.

Among the EIE setbacks those could be discerned that are di-
rectly related to the evaluation system itself — elimination of motivation
to study in school, failure to appreciate creativeness, diminishing a role
of universities in a student selection process — and a process of practi-
cal implementation — insufficient quality of test assignments, constant
change of admission rules, inefficiency of the student admission pro-
cess. All the above-listed shortcomings can be eliminated or, at least,
diminished through efforts of the authorities and civil society, and some
of them should objectively disappear with persistent improvement of
mechanisms for EIE application in future.

Also, it should be kept in mind that the EIE efficiency is extensively
dependant on its constant reform towards improvement. Otherwise the
EIE idea can be discredited, which may result in its abolishment. In this
case, return to the previous system of admission exams seems to be
absolutely unacceptable, as it will destroy the majority of achievements
in the field of education policy in recent years and resume powerful cor-
ruption schemes.
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
